They may have served God through their work in Islington United
Church, or through service to the local community, or through their contributions to Canada or the
global community. Couples, members of the same family, or groups of individuals often share the
same commitment and so may be recognized together.

How Do I Nominate Someone?

Simply complete the information about your nominee as outlined in page two of this Form 100.

Attach a detailed description of the person’s accomplishments using the Supporting Document Guidelines.
Ask two other people who support your nomination, and who know the nominee very well through

differing aspects of their volunteer work, to submit the Supporting Documentation to you.

Return all the completed forms in a sealed envelope to the Order of Islington folder by the published deadline.

How Are the Recipients Chosen?

An advisory council made up of members of the Committee of Elders and the ministerial team and
staff will review the nominations prayerfully and carefully and, on behalf of all the Elders, will invest
new members in The Order of Islington. Those to be honoured will be presented formally with The
Order of Islington and a certificate at an annual ceremony.
